Reading Requirements

Vocabulary Development

· introduction to college level texts with emphasis on student responsibility for personal vocabulary enrichment

· continued study of literary terminology
Comprehension

· close reading including an examination of diction, tone and syntax in literary and expository texts

· examination of philosophical assumptions of the author

· synthesis of past reading experiences through connections among texts

· exploration of a single author’s style and philosophical intent

Minimum number of works:

· one play/novel per quarter (two for honors)

· number of recommend pages per night: 25-35, 30-35(honors)

Writing Requirements
Study of essay types and structure: emphasis on effective use of quotations and emergence of personal style/voice 
· 2 Response to literature (interpretive/analytical essay): Emphasize
· 1 Persuasive essay: Emphasize
· 1 Observation/descriptive essay: Review
· 1 Reflective essay: Emphasize
· 1 College admission essay: Emphasize
· 2 Timed writing

· Participation in the Senior Poetry Unit

A total of 8 required essays (2 per quarter; min. 4 process papers)
Listening Requirements

· Formal experience as audience member three times per year:
· response to speaker and/or critical analysis of speech, lecture or public meeting

· critical review of some form of the media by identification of logical fallacies and type of argument

Speaking Requirements
· Formal experience as presenter one time per year:

presentation of Senior Speech or dramatic interpretation of drama, novel or poem
