Early Assessment (EAP)

The California State University system provides the following description of the EARLY ASSESSMENT PROGRAM (EAP):

The Early Assessment Program (EAP) is a collaborative effort among the State Board of Education (SBE), the California
Department of Education (CDE) and the California State University (CSU). The program was established to provide opportunities
for students to measure their readiness for college-level English and mathematics in their junior year of high school, and to
facilitate opportunities for them to improve their skills during their senior year.

The goal of the EAP program is to have California high school graduates enter the CSU fully prepared to begin college-level
study.

The California State University (CSU), which draws its students from the top third of California’s high school graduates, has long
accommodated large numbers of incoming students who need remedial education in English and mathematics. While having
well over half of incoming students requiring additional preparation is a common occurrence in all states, the CSU and public
school leadership believe that an early intervention strategy will help increase the college readiness of high school students.

The CSU has worked with the State Board of Education (SBE) and the California Department of Education (CDE) to develop the
Early Assessment Program (EAP). EAP incorporates the CSU’s placement standards into existing high school standards tests in
English and mathematics.

The benefits of EAP are many:

I Aligning school and CSU standards so that success in school means readiness for the CSU

B Giving more meaning and force to the California Standards Tests (CSTs)

B Giving high school students an early signal about their college readiness and adequate time to prepare before entering CSU
B Making the senior year a time for more direct and specific preparation for college

B Exempting CSU-ready students from taking CSU placement tests or the SAT or the ACT, thereby reducing testing time for the
students

More than 60 percent of the nearly 40,000 first-time freshmen admitted to the CSU require remedial education in English,
mathematics or both. These 25,000 freshmen all have taken the required college preparatory curriculum and earned at least a B
grade point average in high school. The cost in time and money to these students and to the state is substantial. Moreover, these
students are confused by seemingly having done the right things in high school only to find out after admission to the CSU that
they need further preparation.

Any student in this year’s graduating Class of 2011, who last April voluntarily took any of the STAR supplementary tests - which
assessed college readiness of an 11" grader at the end of his junior year - received EAP results; they were included on the STAR
test results mailed home to parents. If you are unable to locate your daughter/son’s personal results, please contact Pam Devlin,
the MCHS Data Coach, preferably by email (pdevlin@ srcs.k12.ca.us) or by phone (528-5790) and she will share them with you.

Guidelines for Block Award for Community Service

You may receive a maximum of one Block award per school year for community service if you meet the following criteria:

NOTE' Complete at least 100 hours of documented community service within one full year. Summer may be attached to either
" the previous or the following year. You may not split the summer to qualify for two different years.

For example: If you volunteer during the summer between your freshman and sophomore years, you may add the hours to those
you did during your freshman year to complete your Block award for freshman year; or you may begin your sophomore Block with
those summer hours.

The community service must be served at an approved agency or organization. Examples of these include the Volunteer Center,
Puma Peers or Tutors (outside class hours), Boys’/ Girls’ Clubs, Parks and Recreation, Senior Centers, etc.

You can tutor, mentor, labor, coach, or otherwise volunteer time for those types of agencies. School club meetings, scouts and
personal church/religious activities do not qualify. Your supervisors cannot be your parents or close relatives.

You are advised to submit your activities for pre-approval to the Vice Principal. Some activities that were approved in the past are
no longer accepted.

Complete the time sheet on the reverse side of this page and have your supervisor sign it. When you have completed your work
with the agency, have your supervisor write a letter describing your activities on the agency’s letterhead. Be sure your supervi-
sor's name, address and phone number are clear so that contact can be made to verify your work.

The deadline for each year’s Block award will be September 15. You may turn in your hours at any time during the school year.
However, if you wish to be awarded a Block letter for your freshman year, for example, and you will be using summer hours, it
must be turned in to the Vice Principal no later than September 15 of your sophomore year.
